Present key
conclusions from the study.

TG39 - Deconstruction

This is one of the two new TGs established at the Meeting of the Programme Committee in Gainesville.
More details and an invitation to participate in its work can be found here.

It held an organisational meeting of a preparatory nature at the University of Florida on 5th May 1999,
with eleven participants.

It was noted that Task Group 16, Best Practices in Sustainable Construction, no longer existed. TG39,
was slated to have a four-year life (1999-2003) and the focus would be placed on the disassembly of the
built environment and the reuse/recycling of building components and materials.

Its goal was stated to be to develop documentation on subjects related to deconstruction. It was suggested
that additional topics be addressed, including safety, training, hindrances, regulations, life cycle analysis,
socio-economic factors, techniques, design, remodelling and others. The tasks will be restructured to
reflect these suggestions.

Its potential to evolve into a Working Commission at a later stage was discussed. However, the first
initiative would be deconstruction which would continue to completion in 2003.
